Norwegian Holocaust

Unlike in Denmark, where most Danish Jews
were saved during World War |, one third
of Norway’s Jewish population (745 people)
were captured and deported to Nazi con-
centration camps, where they were killed.
Despite this tragic past, the Jewish communi-
ty in Norway has rebuilt itself with strength
and dignity. Today, Jewish Oslo stands as a
symbol of survival and cultural resilience, of-
fering visitors a meaningful and thought-pro-
voking journey through one of Scandinavia’s
lesser-known moving Jewish histories.
